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Hidden Journaling

Here are some easy ways to include hidden journaling on a layout:

· Create a space behind a photo or embellishment with pop dots, then tuck a tag or note behind with the journaling

· Use hinges. Cardstock tabs make great hinges use them on the sides of photo mats so the photos flip open to reveal the message

· Add a pocket! A pocket is a cute way tuck in a private note

· Use an envelope! Put it on the front, hide it on the back. This is a great way to keep “love letters” private as well.
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
